Abstract: This paper presents the findings of a study conducted in student
groups. The research aimed to highlight the strengths and challenges of integrating

conversation analysis methodology into professionally oriented English language
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teaching for prospective physicians. The focus was made on developing key
communication skills, including substantiating one’s position, requesting
clarification, and engaging in persuasive dialogue. Classroom conversations
between students were analyzed based on two criteria: the ability to build upon and
develop a partner’s ideas, and the students’ level of awareness regarding the
lesson’s learning objectives. The application of conversation analysis tools provides
the possibility to assess students’ foreign language proficiency as a tool for
communication, monitor their progress, and identify existing gaps in their mastery
of the subject matter.

1)  Crynent A: | believe gastritis represents a significant public health
concern because it impacts a huge number of people around the globe.

2)  Cryaent B: | completely agree. Let’s also not overlook the ongoing
issues like burning sensation after eating, acid reflux, and poor digestion. Many
individuals live with these problems for years without realizing what’s really causing

them.
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3)  Cryaent A: That’s true. One of the biggest challenges is that gastritis
can develop from so many different sources - infection with Helicobacter pylori,
prolonged use of pain relievers like ibuprofen, alcohol consumption, emotional
stress, or simply unhealthy eating habits.

4)  Student B: No wonder it’s so widespread. Almost everyone encounters
at least one of these factors sooner or later.

5)  Cryaent A: According to some research | came across, approximately
half of the world’s population suffers from chronic gastritis. In certain regions, the
numbers are even higher because of untreated H. pylori infections.

6) Cryaent B: That’s quite disturbing. Just picture what it’s like to live
with constant stomach issues - always worrying about what you can eat, never
feeling fully comfortable.

7)  Crynment A: Exactly. It restricts your food choices, interrupts your
sleep, and makes it difficult to focus on studying or working. Some people even
develop anxiety around eating because they’re afraid of triggering symptoms.

8)  Cryaent B: Right. On top of that, individuals with long-term gastritis
often require repeat doctor visits, regular endoscopic exams, and ongoing
medication. This puts enormous pressure on healthcare services and drives up
medical expenses.

9)  Cryaent A: And we shouldn’t forget what can happen if the condition
is ignored. Over time, chronic inflammation can lead to open sores in the stomach
lining, and in more severe cases, it raises the likelihood of developing gastric cancer.

10) Crynent B: So it’s far from just a minor nuisance — it’s potentially life-
threatening when left untreated. This means gastritis is actually much more
dangerous than most people realize.

11) Crymenr A: So to sum it up, I’d say gastritis deserves far more
attention from both healthcare providers and the general public than it currently

receives.
